(b) When 4 or more races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of
her race scores excluding her worst score.

9. SUPPORT BOATS
Teamleaders and/or coaches shall register at the registration office before the start of the first
race and give the sail numbers of all boats they are supporting.

10. SAFETY
10.1  Adequate personal buoyancy shall be worn at all times while afloat in the Bic Techno
class.
